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DRS Consulting Projects:

Bureau of Land Management Uses OPTIONS to
Guide Forest Management on 2.6 million acres

Over the past 3 years D.R. systems has
been working with the US Bureau of
Land Management to prepare a com-
prehensive land management plan
(Plan) that will guide the management
of 2.6 million acres of federally owned
lands in western Oregon.

OPTIONS (DRS’ proprietary forest
estate model) was used to quantita-
tively analyze 40 alternative manage-
ment scenarios. A Proposed Resource
Management Plan was developed
based on reviews of the various alter-
natives by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service, National Marine Fisheries
Service, the Environmental Protection
Agency, U.S. Forest Service, BLM Dis-
trict Staff and public comments. The
analyses were spatially explicit and
incorporated all Federal, State and
agency legislation, policies and man-
agement objectives. Outputs from the
analyses included 300-year projec-

tions of timber harvesting, owl habitat,
forest structural stage, large wood,
carbon sequestration and economics.

Under the PRMP revenue generated
from harvesting timber on BLM lands
will be approximately $150 million
dollars annually. Fifty percent of this
revenue provides funding for 18 west-
ern Oregon counties for services such
as libraries, law enforcement, public
health services and roads.

“I can proudly say that this document
represents the most comprehensive
and state-of-the-art management plan
ever developed for BLM managed
lands in western Oregon. In the West-
ern Oregon Plan Revisions, we ap-
proached sustainability with three
essential goals in mind: sustainable
harvest, sustainable habitat and sus-
tainable communities.” said Ed
Shepard, BLM State Director in Ore-

gon. “This plan will help us con-
tinue to manage the public land in a
way that promotes both important
wildlife habitat and timber reve-
nues to local communities,” contin-
ued Shepard.

The BLM released the Plan
October 9, it will now go to Oregon
Governor Ted Kulongoski for his
final review and enactment.
